Episcopate of Americawas established asaDioceseonly at ageneral Church
Congress held in the city of Detroit, Michigan, on April 25-28, 1929.

Administratively, the Romanian Orthodox Episcopate of Americaisgov-
erned by the Church Congress and the Episcopate Council, both presided by
the Hierarch and constituted from representatives of the parishes and of the
Auxiliary Organizations.

The Episcopate and the parishes conduct their affairsin conformity with
the Constitution and By-Laws, as amended and adopted by the Romanian
Orthodox Episcopate National Church Congress on July 2, 1994.

Legally, the Episcopate functions as a non-profit, religious organization
chartered in accordance with the laws of the State of Michigan.

Spiritually, the Romanian Orthodox Episcopate is headed by a Hierarch,
elected for life by a special electoral Congress of the Episcopate, and ca-
nonically examined and consecrated by the Holy Synod of Bishops of the
Orthodox Church in America.

Canonically, the Romanian Orthodox Episcopateisunder thejurisdiction
of the Orthodox Church in America.

In matters of external relations, the Episcopate cooperates with the De-
partment of External Relations of the Orthodox Church in America. Itisa
founding member of both the World Council of Churches with headquarters
in Geneva, Switzerland, and the National Council of Churches of Christ in
the United States of America.

The number of researchers who are focusing on the life of the Orthodox
communities on the North American Continent? is increasing considerably,
and the approaches they undertake in relation to this research are more and
more complex®. The fascination that such a complex problem of the Or-
thodox ecclesiastical American life has on the researcher is generated by a
wide theological subject spectrum, where there can be found major fields of
theological research (Ecclesiology, Missiology, Pastoral Care, Canon Law,
History), by thevitality of theecclesi astical bodies, by over-jurisdictional and
pan-ecclesial structures®, but also by an excellent theological development
due to the Orthodox theol ogians who have worked and continue to work in

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America. These theologians (Georges Florovsky, Alexander Schmemann,
John Meyendorff, Demetrios Constantelos, John H. Erickson, Peter Paul
L’Huillier, John Breck, John Behr, etc.) embody in the secularized, multi-eth-
nic and multi-confessional American environment, the ethos of the genuine
Christian Church and influence the Orthodox world with it.

We also note here the fact that in recent debates, the themes of identity
and self-consciousness® are constantly conveyed, as well as fidelity towards
ecclesiological foundations and missionary commitment®. At the sametime,
they areseeking sol utionstoresolvetheecclesiological andingtitutional hurdle
generated by the ethnic/religious foundation on which the organization of
Orthodox community life in a non-Orthodox region has been established’.

From an historical point of view, we easily recognize that in the evolution
of Orthodox lifeinthe United States, therearethefoll owing steps: missionary,
ethnic, dissident [opposition of an authoritarian state] and that of the road
to autocephaly. A constant in these stepsis the preservation of the character
and of the ad intra [from within] and ad extra [from without] missionary
commitment of the Church in this non-Orthodox area. The ad extra mission
focused and continues to focus on preaching the Gospel in order to convert
people of other faiths; and the ad intra mission has been and continues to
be oriented towards the organization of the internal, spiritual, liturgical and
social life of the Orthodox communities. This double mission involves the
activity of all aspectsof Church missionary activity: evangelization, witness,
diaconal and pastoral; but it also assumes the specific requirements of Church
missioninaconcretehistorical context; because, asacontemporary missionary
theologian haspointed out, “ ... according to the Orthodox view, the Christian
mission is not limited to the simple proclamation of the Word of God, but
it refersto the incorporation of people and their growth as members of the

Remarcam, de asemenea, faptul ca in dezbaterile din ultima vreme se ve-
hiculeaza constant temele identitatii si a constiintei de sine®, a fidelitatii fata
de fundamentele ecleziologice si fata de angajamentul misionar®. in acelasi
timp se cautd solutii pentru depéasirea blocajului eclesiologic si institutional
generat de binomul etnie-confesiune pe care a fost fundamentata organizarea
vietii comunititilor ortodoxe etnice din spatiul non-ortodox’.

Din punctde vedere istoric constatam cu usurinta faptul ca in evolutia vietii
ortodoxe de pe teritoriul Statelor Unite existd urmatoarele etape: misionara,
etnica, dizidenta si cea a drumului spre autocefalie.

Taking into consideration these aspects, our research seeksto investigate
the history of the American Orthodox communities; to identify and to have
in view the missionary vein of the Orthodox presence in North America; to
question ecclesiological,canonical, liturgical, social and ethical elements that
define Orthodox institutional existence in this context; and, to illustrate the
jurisdictional mosaic that resulted from the prevalence of the logical ethnic
organizational structure to the detriment of the ecclesiological structure®.

Missionary beginnings

The beginning of an Orthodox presence on the American continent is a
problem involving many aspects: some of them are purely chronological;
othershaveamissionary and ecclesiol ogical character. Inthecontroversiesof
the second half of the 20" century concerning the organization of Orthodox
Church lifein the United States, the ecclesiological and missionary aspects
proved to be more important. This resulted from the premise that the first one

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to come into a“missionary territory” hasthe right to impose itsjurisdiction
and authority.

Chronologically speaking, we are dealing with two stages in which the
Orthodox discovered America: ahypothetical oneand an actual one. October
12, 1492, isthe day entered in historiography as the day that America'® was
discovered by Christopher Columbus™. There are also authors who promote
the hypothesis of the “discovery” of these territories some centuries earli-
er, by nomads from Asia®?, the Scandinavian sailors and the Vikings from
Northern Europe®®. These authors presuppose that around the year 1000, in
Greenland, which now is considered part of North America [geographically
and ethnically] , amissionary campaign of Northern Christians took place,
initiated and led by Eric the Red. There is no information about the fate of
these Christian missionaries in the new territory. All that can be asserted is
their affiliation with the Christian faith, which at that time was still undivided.

Clear evidenceof themanifestation of Orthodox Christianity onAmerican
soil is offered to us only in the 18" century. According to the documentary
testimonies, the very first Divine Liturgy was celebrated on July 20, 1741%°in
Alaska. There were three main factors that had an important contribution to
the spread of Orthodox Christianity in Alaskaand Northwest America, or in
the New World, asthisterritory had been called in the 18" and 19" centuries.
The first factor was the discovery of Alaska by the explorers of the 18" cen-
tury, who were followed by merchants and fur traders. The second one was
the support that the establishment and the activity of the Russian-American

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Americii® de catre Cristofor Columb™. Existd insa si autori care avanseaza
ipoteza ,,descoperirii” acestor teritorii cu cateva secole mai inainte de catre
nomazii din Asia'?, marinarii scandinavi si vikingii din Nordul Europei®®.
Acesti autori presupun ca in jurul anului 1000, in Insula Grenland care azi
apartine teritoriului nord-american, s-a desfasurat o campanie misionara a
crestinilor nordici initiata si condusa de Eric cel Rosu. Nu exista informatii

Dovezi certe despre manifestarea crestinismului ortodox in spatiul american
avem abia din secolul al XVIII-lea.

Trei factori
principali au contribuit la raspandirea crestinismului ortodox in Alaska si
America de Nord-Vest sau in Lumea Noud cum era numit acest teritoriu in
secolele X VIII si XIX. Primul l-a constituit insasi descoperirea Alaskai de
catre exploratorii secolului al XVIII-lea, care au fost urmati de comercianti
si vanzatorii de blanuri.

Company gave to the Christian evangelization of the native pagan peoples
in this territory. Although its priority was the representation of the Great
Russian Empire, interestsin thisterritory which included the exploitation of
natural resources and the fur trade, the Company jump-started the Orthodox
Church mission by founding permanent settlementsand popul ating them, and
by providing transportation and financial support for Russian missionaries.
Finally, the third factor that led the native pagan peoples to the light of the
Orthodox faith is the heroic activity of missionaries. They were brave men,
devoted and ready to sacrifice their own lives for the cause in which they
believed so strongly*®.

The discovery of Alaska was preceded by several important discoveries
which increasingly enlarged the Eastern borders of the Russian Empire®”.
Thus, in 1648, the Cossack Simeon Deznev reached the Eastern extremity
of Asia (Cape Deznev), and he discovered that Asia was separated from
another territory by water®, In 1711, another Cossack, Popov, was sent to
collect taxes from the tribes of the Deznev-discovered territories. On his
return, he made known the existence of an island beyond Cape Deznev,* and
he spread the news that there was much land beyond the waters. The news
brought by Popov quickly arrived at St. Petersburg, and the Emperor Peter
the Great (1682-1725)® decided to organize an expedition in order to check
Popov’s discoveries and to extend the exploration of the New World. The
Danish captain, Vitus Bering, was appointed to lead this expedition®. After
a journey lasting more than a year, from St. Petersburg to Petropavlovsk,
Kamchatka boarding port, and after another two years of preparation, Bering
began his expedition. During the expedition, although he did not manage to
get to Alaska, Bering discovered St. Lawrence Island, that is the westernmost
point of North America today. In what Bering failed, Fedorov and Gvozdev
succeeded in 1732. They arrived on an unknown coast, without realizing
that, in fact, they had discovered the North American coast. Their observa-
tions and measurements would be very precious in the making of the first
Bering map. Because of the great interest in these discoveries, the Russian
Government, the leader of the Russian Navy and the Academy of Sciences in
St. Petersburg decided to organize another expedition in order to explore the

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misionarii rusi. in fine, al treilea factor care a condus populatiile native pagane
la lumina credintei ortodoxe 1l reprezinta activitatea eroicd a misionarilor.
Acestia au fost barbati bravi, devotati si pregatiti sa-si sacrifice propria viata
pentru cauza in care ei credeau cu atta putere®.

Descoperirea Alaskai a fost precedatd de alte cateva descoperiri importante
care au largit, din ce in ce mai mult, granitele estice ale Imperiului Rus?’.
Astfel, in anul 1648, cazacul Simeon Deznev a atins extremitatea estica a
Asiei (Capul Deznev) si a descoperit cd Asia este despartitd de apa de un alt
teritoriu®®. In anul 1711, un alt cazac, Popov, a fost trimis pentru a strange
taxele de la triburile din teritoriile descoperite de Deznev. La intoarcere a
facut cunoscuta existenta unei insule dincolo de Capul Deznev'® si a adus
vestea cd peste ape se aflda pamant mult. Vestile aduse de Popov au ajuns
curdnd la Sankt Petersburg, iar imparatul Petru cel Mare (1682-1725)%® a
decis organizarea unei expeditii care sa verifice descoperirile lui Popov si
sa extinda explorarile spre Lumea Noua. Capitanul de origine daneza, Vitus
Bering a fost desemnat sa conduci aceasta expeditie?’. Dupi o célatorie care a
durat mai bine de un an, de la Sankt-Petersburg pana la Petropavlovsk, portul
de Tmbarcare din Kamchatka, si dupa alti doi ani de pregatiri, Bering si-a
inceput expeditia. In cursul ei, desi nu a reusit s ajunga in Alaska, Bering a
descoperit insula Sfantul Laurentiu, astazi cel mai vestic punct al Americii de
Nord. Ceea ce nu a reusit Bering au reusit, in anul 1732, Fedorov si Gvozdev.
Ei au ajuns pe o coastd necunoscutd, fara sa banuiasca faptul ca, in realitate,
descoperisera coasta Americii de Nord. Observatiile si masuratorile lor se
vor dovedi extrem de pretioase in realizare primei hérti a Stramtorii Bering.
Din cauza imensului interes starnit de aceste descoperiri, Guvernul tarist,
conducatorii fortelor navale ruse si Academia de stiinte din Sankt-Peters-
burg au decis sa organizeze o noud expeditie pentru a explora continentul
American. Desi a primit aprobarea imparatesei Ana Ivanova incéd din anul
1732, expeditia a inceput abia la 4 iunie 1741, dupa ani buni de pregitiri. in
expeditie au plecat doua nave: Sfantul Petru, comandata de Vitus Bering si
Sfantul Pavel, comandata de Alexei Chirikov?.

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American Continent. Although they had gotten the Empress Ana Ivanova’s
approval in 1732, they only started the expeditionon June4, 1741, after years
of preparation. Two ships sailed in the expedition: “St. Peter” commanded
by Vitus Bering, and “St. Paul,” commanded by Alexei Chirikov?. There
were important scientists of the Academy on the crew, whose mission was
to map, identify and note aspects of unique flora and fauna of the Alaskan
Coast. Bishop Innocent of Irkutsk (1733-1747) showed a great interest in
this expedition. He sent monks on each ship, so that, during the travel, on
Sundays and on holy days, religious services could be held on board®.

Thetwo shipstravel ed together for awhile, but because of fogand aviolent
storm, the crews lost each other. The first crew, which saw the Alaskan Coast
onJuly 15, 1741, was the one from the St. Paul ship commanded by Chirikov.
Having lost two boats and many sailors who had been sent to reconnoiter the
area, and had probably been killed by the natives; and, being worried about
the hostility with which they were met, they returned to Kamchatka. Vitus
Bering and the crew of St. Peter’s ship arrived near the American Continent,
afew dayslater than Chirikov, on July 19, 1741, on the eve of thefeast day of
the Holy Prophet Elijah. In his honor, they called the surrounding mountains
“Saint Elijah”?*. After the ship was anchored in the bay nearby, the first Holy
Liturgy was celebrated on board in Alaskathe next day? by the monk Ilarion
Trusov and by the priest Ignatius Kozirevsky?.

Alaskawasdiscoveredin 1741 and occupied by Russiauntil 1867. During
these 126 years, many adventurers, hunters, fur traders, administrators, ex-
plorers, priests and monks made their mark on the native population - the
Aleuts, Eskimos and Indians; however, their influence was strongest in the
religiousaspect of thelivesof thenatives”. Alexander Schmemann noted that
Alaska did not represent the beginning of the historical Orthodox presence
ontheAmerican Continent only, but it was and would beforever the spiritual
foundation of the Orthodox Church in America, its main “reference period”.
Fromthispoint of view, whatever isbeing donein and for the Church must be
related to the high and holy ideals revealed once and for al by the Apostles
of the Orthodox faith in Alaska through their missionary zeal and through
their devotion for their calling®.

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importanti oameni de stiinta, angajati de Academie, care aveau misiunea s
cartografieze, sa identifice si consemeneze elemente ale florei si faunei unice
care traiau pe coasta Alaskai. Foarte mult interes pentru aceastd expeditie a
manifestat si episcopul Inochentie de Irkutsk (1733-1747). Acesta a trimis
calugdri pe fiecare vas, astfel incat, pe tot parcursul célatoriei, duminica si in
zilele de sarbatoare, labordul celor doua vase au fost oficiate slujbe religioase®.

Cele doua vase au célatorit o vreme impreund, insd, din cauza cetii si a
unei furtuni violente, echipajele s-au pierdut unul de altul. Primul echipgj
care, la 15 iulie 1741, a vazut coasta Alaskai a fost cel de pe nava Sfantul
Pavel comandata de Chirikov. Dupéd ce a pierdut doud barci si mai multi
marinari trimisi in recunoastere, care au fost cel mai probabil ucisi de basti-
nasi, Chirikov, Ingrijorat de ostilitatea cu care au fost primiti, s-a intors spre
Kamchatka. Vitus Bering si echipajul de pe nava Sfantul Petru au ajuns in
apropierea continentului american, cateva zile mai tarziu decat Chirikov, la
19 iulie 1741, in ajunul sarbatorii Sfantului Prooroc Ilie. in cinstea acestuia
ei au numit muntii din apropiere ,,Santul Ilie”?*. Dupa ce vasul a fost an-
corat in golful din apropiere, a doua zi, a fost oficiata la bord prima Sfanta
Liturghie savarsita in Alaska®, de catre ieromonahul Ilarion Trusov si de
preotul Ignatie Kozirevsky?.

Alaska a fost descoperitd in anul 1741 si ocupata de catre Rusia pana in
anul 1867. In acesti 126 de ani o multime de aventurieri, vanitori, comer-
cianti de blanuri, administratori, exploratori, preoti si calugari si-au pus
amprenta asupra populatiei native: aleuti, eschimosi si indieni, Insa in nici
un domeniu al vietii infleunta acestora nu a fost atat de mare ca in cel reli-
gios”. Alexander Schmemann remarca faptul ca Alaska nu reprezinta doar
inceputul istoric al prezentei ortodoxe pe continentul american, ci ea este si
va ramane pentru totdeauna fundamentul spiritual al Bisericii Ortodoxe in
America, principalul sau ,,termen de referintd”. Din acest punct de vedere,
indiferent ce se infaptuieste in si pentru Biserica trebuie sa fie raportat la
inaltele si sfintele idealuri revelate odata pentru totdeauna de cétre apostolii
credintei ortodoxe 1n Alaska prin zelul lor misionar si prin devotamentul
total pentru chemarealor®.

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Before recalling the Orthodox missionary experience in Alaska, the pro-
tagonists and their achievements, we have to mention another event, so that
we preserve chronological order. History records the fact that on June 16,
1768, the first colony of Greeks (New Smyrna Colony) was founded near
the oldest American town, St. Augustine, Florida. According to the data, the
colony was formed by about 200 to 500 Greek immigrants who arrived in the
New World under the protection of the Scotsman Dr. Andrew Turnbull and
his wife Mary (of Greek origin), who emigrated from the Peloponnese. Dr.
Turnbull planned to establish a Greek Orthodox parish and to bring a priest
for it, but there is no evidence that his plans were successful. It still has not
been proven, even now, if the Greek immigrants were followed by a priest
or if there was any parish established in that colony in 1769%. It seems, in
fact, that the existence of this colony was short-lived®.

The year 1794 is another chronological landmark. An Orthodox mission
on the North American territory had been officially established that year. On
September 24, 1794, the monks from Valaam Monastery were sent by the
Russian Orthodox Church®, and after a 293 day journey and 7300 nautical
miles navigated, finally landed on Kodiak Island, Alaska. From that moment
on, the Orthodox Divine Liturgy has never stopped being served in North
America. These monks did not come as political refugees or immigrants
driven by economic interests and preoccupations, in search for abetter life®,
They were the bearers of a very clear missionary mandate: the preaching
of the Gospel of redemption among the natives of Alaska. The latter had to
facethefate of all true missionaries: isolation, lack of understanding, adver-
sity and martyrdom; but, their mission laid the foundation of the Orthodox
presence in the New World and incul cated a profound missionary character
in this presence.

We can but acknowledge the success of this mission. This success was
duetothe efforts of the missionaries, exceptional spiritual personalities, who
dedicated themsel ves to the missionary ideal without any hesitation. Among
them, we shall recall: Archimandrite loasaf (later on, Bishop), Saint Herman®,

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Inainte de a evoca experienta misionari ortodoxi in Alaska, protagonistii
si realizérile lor, raméanand in ordinea cronologicé mai trebuie sa mentionam
un eveniment. Istoria consemneaza faptul ca la 26 iunie 1768 este fondata
prima colonie de greci in apropierea celui mai vechi oras din America, St.
Augustine, Florida. Este vorba de colonia New Smyrna. Potrivit datelor pe
care le-am avutlaindemana colonia era formatd din 200 pana 500 de emigranti
greci care au ajuns in Lumea Noud sub protectia doctorului scotian Andrew
Turnbull siasotiei sale, de origine greacd, Maria, emigrand din Peloponez. Dr.
Turnbull a planuit infiintarea unei parohii ortodoxe grecesti si aducerea unui
preot, insa nu exista dovezi ca planurile sale au avut finalitate. Pana 1n acest
moment nu s-a putut dovedi nici dacd in anul 1768 emigrantii greci au fost
insotiti de vreun preot si nici daci a fost infiintata in acea colonie o parohie®.

Anul 1794 reprezintd un alt reper cronologic. in acest an a fost stabilita
oficial o misiune ortodoxa pe teritoriul nord american. La 24 septembrie 1794,
calugarii de la manastirea Valaam, trimisi de Biserica Ortodoxa Rusa®, dupa
293 de zile de calatorie si 7300 de mile maritime parcurse, au debarcat pe
InsulaKodiak, Alaska si de atunci Sfanta Liturghie ortodoxa nu aincetat s fie
savarsita in America de Nord. Acesti calugéri nu au venit ca refugiati politic
sau ca emigranti manati de interese si preocupdri economice, aflati in cautarea
unei vieti mai bune®, Ei au fost purtatorii unui mandat misionar foarte clar:
propovaduirea Evangheliei mantuirii printre bastinasii din Alaska. Acestia
au infruntat soarta tuturor misionarilor adevarati: izolare, lipsa de intelegere,
adversitate i martiriu, insa misiunea lor a pus bazele prezentei ortodoxe in
Lumea Noua si a imprimat un caracter profund misionar acestei prezente.

Nu putem sa nu recunoastem ca misiunea aceasta s-a dovedit a fi un suc-
ces. Acest fapt s-a datorat eforturilor misonarilor, personalitati duhovnicesti
de exceptie, care s-au dedicat idealului misionar fara nici un fel de rezerve.
Dintre acestia amintim pe: arhimandritul Ioasaf (ulterior devenit episcop),

The contribution that the laity had in spreading the Christian faith in these
territories should not be ignored. The bishop Innocent Veniaminov confirms it
in awork dedicated to the history of the Russian Orthodox Church in Amer-
icawhich wastranslated and published in 1972%, For example, he mentions
the fact that in 1828, when lakov Netsvetov, a young Creole priest®, after
studying a while in Siberia, returns to Atka Island, he finds out that all the
inhabitants from his native town were already baptized, they had given up
the shamanistic practicesand becamefamiliar with the rudimentary elements
of the Christian faith, although no Orthodox priest had visited there since
1743 when it was discovered®.

The mission in Alaska presupposed respect for the culture of the na
tives, linguistic adaptability, and cultural sensibility®, attitudes confirmed
by the translation of the Gospel and of the Divine Liturgy in the languages
and dialects of the various populations from this territory; and obviously,
by the notable number of conversions. The Orthodox success was due to
the following reasons: the affirmation of some local leaders from whom
the future priests were selected, and who carried out the catechetical and
pastoral responsibilities because of the lack of priests in their communities;
the use of the local dialects in the catechetical and sacramental activity; the
permanent concern for education and an attitude of sympathy and tolerance
related to the cultural shock experienced by the new Christian converts®.
These principles are to be found and explained in missionaries’ instructions
elaborated by Metropolitan Innocent Veniaminov*.

Wemust also confessthefact that in spite of someexplicit instructionsthat
were given by the Russian authorities, according to which those who were

Nu trebuie neglijatd nici contributia pe care laicii au avut-o la raspandirea
credintei crestine In aceste teritorii. Episcopul Inochentie Veniaminov intr-o
lucrare dedicata istoriei Bisericii Ortodoxe Ruse in America tradusa si editata
in anul 1972%, confirma acest aspect. El mentioneaza, ca exemplu, faptul ca

Misiunea din Alaska a demonstrat respect fatd de cultura bastinasilor,
adaptabilitate lingvistica si sensibilitate culturald®, atitudini confirmate de
traducerea Evangheliei si a Sfintei Liturghii in limbile si dialectele diferitelor
populatii din acest teritoriu si, in mod evident, de numarul insemnat de con-
vertiri.

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going to the New World should treat the natives gently, without exploiting
or cheating them*, there quite frequently existed situations, especialy at
the beginning, when the missionary efforts of the laity did not arise from
pious motives®.

Consequent totheactivitiesinitiated by theOrthodox missionaries, in 1812,
there had already been an Orthodox Church outside Alaskain California, at
Fort Ross. In 1834, the Divine Liturgy and the Catechism were translated
into Aleut; in 1840, the first bishop* was ordained for the Aleutian and
Kuril Islands, whose See was in Kamchatka; in 1841, a pastoral school was
established in Sitka, with the mission being to prepare priests from among
the native converts; in 1848, St. Michael Cathedral in Sitka was consecrated.
Therefore, in 1867, when Alaska was sold to the United States, there were
in this territory 12,000 native Orthodox Christians, 9 parishes, 35 chapels,
17 schools and 3 orphanages”.

The commercial transaction which brought Alaska into the possession
of the United States had consequences upon the Orthodox mission in that
territory. Due to the fact that the activity of the Orthodox missionaries was
perceived asan undesired relicfromAlaska' s past, the future of the Orthodox
mission was, for a while, uncertain. By openly supporting the proselytism
of the Protestant missionary groups, the new rulers of the territory launched
a campaign of “Americanization” of the Orthodox population. The Ortho-
dox prayers, the icons and the native languages were forbidden in the new
American schools. The repeated protests of the Orthodox bishop addressed
tothe President, the Congress and the military authoritieswereignored®. On
the other hand, there were serious problems generated by the termination of
financial support for Orthodox missionary activities.

Caurmare a activitatilor desfagurate de misionarii ortodocsi, in anul 1812
exista deja o biserica ortodoxa si in afara Alaskai, in California la Fort Rus;
in anul 1834 Sfanta Liturghie si Catehismul erau traduse in limba aleuta; in
anul 1840 erahirotonit primul episcop® pentru Insulele Aleutiene si Kurile al
carui sediu era la Kamchatka; in anul 1841 o scoala pastorala era infiintata
la Sitka cu misiunea de a pregati preoti dintre nativii convertiti; in anul
1848 era sfintitd catedrala Sf.

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Neverthel ess, between 1870 and 1920, Orthodoxy inAmericatransformed
itself from a small mission in Alaska into a Church which recorded a rapid
growth in North America. The decisive factors in this respect were two: the
transfer of the Episcopal Seefrom Sitkato San Francisco; and especialy, the
undeterred wave of emigration at the end of the 19" century and beginning
of the 20" century. Thiswave brought Orthodox immigrants acrossthe ocean
from Greece, Serbia, Romania, Bulgaria, Ukraine, Macedonia, etc.

Theartisan of thetransfer of the Episcopal Seefrom Sitkato San Francisco
was Bishop John Mitropolski (1870-1876). He saw in San Francisco the city
from which themissioninAlaskacould be better defended* on the one hand;
and on the other hand, it could be the basis for an Orthodox mission on the
territory of the United States™.

During the following twenty years, Bishop John and his successors, Bishop
Nestor Zakkis(1876-1888)%, Bishop Vladimir Sokolovsky (1888-1891)%and
Bishop Nicholas Ziorov (1891-1898) laid the foundation for the extension
and organization of the Orthodox Church in North America.

The number of Orthodox Christians increased considerably during the
pastoral activity of Bishop Nicholas, especially because of the conversion to
Orthodoxy of sometensof thousands of Greek-Catholicswho camefromthe
regions formerly under the Austro-Hungarian reign, especially Ukrainians.

Immigration and the era of ethnic churches

Theimmigration of anotable number of Orthodox people from Southern
and Eastern European countries® created anew dimensionand anew mission
perspectivefor the Orthodox presencein America. Asemigrants came across
the ocean in search of a better life and for freedom, they brought along their
spiritual treasure too, a treasure in which the Orthodox faith occupied the
central place. For its preservation and cultivation, they established Orthodox
parishes throughout the North-American territory. These parishes played
acentra role in the life of the new community of immigrants both from a
religious point of view and from a social and cultura one. The cultivation
inside the parishes of national cultural values and of the languages of each
Orthodox immigrant ethnicentity offered theimmigrantsasenseof continuity

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with their past and a feeling of social and religious affiliation which helped
them preservetheir identity and integrate, without major spiritual risks, into
the socio-mental structures specific to the spirit of American society. From an
ecclesiological point of view, the establishment of these Orthodox parishes/
jurisdictions based on ethnic criteria created a mutation in the missionary
orientation of the Church and generated a series of problems which, unfor-
tunately, have not yet been overcome.

With the exception of the Greeks, who founded their parishes under the
direct protection of the ecclesial authorities from Greece™, the parishes
initially established by the Orthodox Christian Arabs, Serbs and Albanians
joined the Russian Missionary Diocese, contributing thusto the constitution
of the so-called “Immigrant Church.

Immediately following his appointment in 1898 at the head of the Mis-
sionary Diocese, Bishop Tikhon®® discovered, as a result of some pastoral
visits made on the vast American territory, that the organizational structure
of hisdiocese nolonger corresponded with the missionary purposesand pos-
tulates which he had initially assumed. Consequently, he initiated a series of
dramatic changes which would regenerate the life and organization of North
American Orthodoxy. He is the one who changed the priorities of Orthodox
missionary activity inthe New World, choosing to satisfy thereligious needs
of the new Orthodox immigrant communities instead of evangelizing the
indigenous population®’.

In 1903, Bishop Tikhon, in the spirit of the initiated changes, consecrated
abishop for Alaska. In 1904, he designated a bishop with the special mission
of administering the Arab parishes of the multi-ethnic diocese, and in 1905,
he moved the administrative center from San Francisco to New York in order
to be closer to the center of the Greek Catholic conversions and to the new
immigrants® who were settling in the northeastern part of the United States.

In consecinti, a initiat o serie de schimbiri majore care vor aduce un
suflu nou in viata si organizarea Ortodoxiei nord americane. El este cel care
a schimbat prioritdtile activitdtii misionare ortodoxe in Lumea Noud optand,
n schimbul evanghelizirii populatiei indigene, pentru satisfacerea nevoilor
religioase ale noilor comunititi de emigranti ortodocsi®.

in anul 1903, episcopul Tikhon, in spiritul schimbirilor initiate, a hiro-
tonit un episcop pentru Alaska, in 1904 a desemnat un episcop cu misiunea
speciald de a conduce parohiile arabe ale diecezei multi-etnice, iar in 1905 a
mutat centrul administrativ din San Francisco in New-York, pentru a fi mai
aproape de centrul convertirilor greco-catolice si de noii emigranti® care se
asezau 1n zona de Nord-Est a Statelor Unite.

in acelasi an (1905), Tikhon a propus o reorganizare fundamental a Epis-
copiei Misionare. In viziunea sa aceasta trebuia s reuneasc mai multe juris-
dictii (dioceze) auxiliare distincte, cate una pentru fiecare grup etnic ortodox
din America. El pleca de la premisa ca dioceza misionara este compusa din
nationalitati diferite ... care desi au aceeasi credinta, au §i particularitatile
lor din punct de vedere canonic, au randuielile lor si viata lor parohiala... .
Aceste particularitati sunt tolerabile din punct de vedere ortodox. De aceea
— afirma el — nu consideram ca avem dreptul sd ne amestecam, dimpotriva,

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That sameyear (1905), Tikhon proposed amorefundamental reorgani zation
of the Missionary Diocese. In his view, it was supposed to reunite severa
distinct auxiliary jurisdictions(dioceses), onefor each Orthodox ethnicgroup
in America. He started from the premise that the missionary diocese “...is
composed of different nationalities...which though one in faith, have their
peculiaritiesin canonical order, liturgical practices, andin parishlife. These
peculiaritiesare ... tolerable froma general Orthodox point of view. Thisis
why — he asserted - we do not consider that we have the right to interfere;
on the contrary, we should try to preserve them, giving each a chance to be
governed directly by leaders of the same nationality” .

Therefore, inaddition to the “Russian” diocese of New York and the “Arab”
diocese with its See in Brooklyn, Tikhon envisioned the establishment of
a “Serbian” diocese in Chicago, as well as of a Greek one. Although these
ecclesiastical jurisdictions were about to be established according to some
ethnic criteria, the ethnicity was not a threat for the unity, but it was part of
an internal missionary strategy designed to assure the vitality of the united
ecclesial body of this territory.

We should especially mention here the way in which the ethnic Orthodox
parishes were established and organized. In most cases, the laity were the
initiators. They were the ones who made the legal proceedings for their
establishment; and also, they often established the rules for the organization
and administration of these parishes. Basically, they assumed almost the
entire authority in the new parishes. Thisis the root of many problems that
Orthodoxy in America is still facing today. The foundations of this organiza-
tion were of acongregational type, with hierarchical, ecclesiastical authority
being absent or minimal. From the perspective of sociology of religion, the
congregational religious organization has the following characteristics: it
has a list of members; it is led by authorities who were elected by members
among whom are laity also, who design the policy of the ingtitution and
administer its activity; the activity of the institution is carried out by people
who are charged with this mission; it has clergy chosen by the organization;
and, it gets its financial resources from its members®. According to Nicholas
Ferencz, from the point of view of authority, these criteria may be summa-
rized as referring to two major areas of lay authority: the authority over the
properties and parish goods; and the authority of choosing and appointing
the clergy for aparish. From this perspective, the clergy (the priests and the
bishops) are either completely excluded from having authority, or their role

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ar trebui sa incercam sa le pastram, ddand fiecaruia sansa de a fi condusi de
conducatori de aceeasi nationalitate®.

Asadar, pe langa dioceza ,,rusa” din New York si dioceza ,,araba” cu sediul
la Brooklyn, Tikhon preconiza infiintarea unei dioceze ,,sarbe” la Chicago,
precum si a uneia ,,grecesti”. Cu toate ca aceste jurisdictii ecleziale urmau sa
fie stabilite pe criterii etnice, etnicitatea nu era un pericol la adresa unitatii,
ci facea parte dintr-o strategie misionara interna, menita sa asigure vitalitate
corpului eclezial unitar din acest teritoriu.

O mentiune speciala trebuie facutd cu privire la modul in care parohiile
ortodoxe etnice au fost infiintate si organizate. in cele mai multe cazuri
initiativa a apartinut laicilor, demersurile juridice pentru infiintarea lor au
fost facute de ei si, cel mai adesea, tot ei au stabilit regulile de organizare si
administrare a acestor parohii. Practic ei si-au asumat aproape total autoritatea
in noile parohii. Aici se afla radacina multor probleme cu care se confrunta
pana azi ortodoxia in America. Bazele acestei organizari au fost de tip
congregational, autoritatea ecleziala ierarhica lipsind sau fiind minima. Din
perspectiva sociologiei religiei organizatia religioasa de tip congregational
se caracterizeaza prin urmatoarele: are o listd de membri; este condusa de
organe alese de membri In componenta carora intrd laici care elaboreaza
politica institutiei si administreaza activitatea ei; activitatea institutiei este
realizatd de persoane carora li se Incredinteaza aceastd misiune; are clerici
care sunt alesi de organizatie si 1si obtine finantarea in vederea functionarii
din partea membrilor sai®. Potrivit lui Nicholas Ferencz, in termeni de au-
toritate, aceste criterii pot fi rezumate ca facand referire la doua zone majore
ale autoritatii laice: autoritatea asupra proprietatilor si bunurilor materiale ale
parohiei si autoritatea de a alege si numi clerici pentru parohie. Din aceasta
perspectiva, clericii (preotii si episcopii) sunt fie exclusi complet din zona
autoritatii, fie rolul lor este redus, in cel mai fericit caz, lanivelul consultativ®,
in timp lucrurile insd vor evolua si se va ajunge la situatia pe care Ferencz
o numeste ,,congregationalism modificat” (modified congregationalism).
In aceasta situatie autoritatea este impartita: ierarhia exercita autoritatea
spirituala (episcopul are dreptul exclusiv de a numi preotul dintr-o parohie;
preotul are autoritate deplina in ceea ce priveste serviciile liturgice, predica,
catehizarea), iar autoritatea laicilor se risfrange asupra bunurilor materiale®.

Avand 1n vedere aceste realititi care deja se conturau In parohiile etnice si
Intrucat considera cé prin colaborarea dintre cler si credinciosi toate problemele
1si pot gési o solutionare, Tikhon, pastrand vechea practicd a Bisericii, si In

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is reduced to the consultative level, in the best case™. In time, the congre-
gational organization evolves into the situation that Ferencz calls “modified
congregationalism”. In this situation, authority is divided: the hierarchy
exercises spiritual authority (the bishop is the only one who has the power
to appoint the priest in a parish); the priest has full authority in the liturgical
services, in preaching and catechesis; and the lay authority is exercised over
the material aspects®.

Taking into account these realities that had already taken shape in ethnic
parishes; and, because ithad been considered that the collaboration of the clergy
and the laity would find solutions for all the problems, Tikhon, in keeping
the tradition of the Church, and taking into account the spirit of American
democracy, suggested that the immigrant Church should adopt a conciliar
form of administration. The conciliarity and synodal structure involve an
active participation of all members (clergy and laity) inall aspectsof Church
life. Tikhon had al so publicly expressed hisbelief that theimmigrant Church
would be capable of developing into atruly united American body.

Bishop Tikhon’s plans remained at the level of a future project, because
in 1907, he was called back to Russia and appointed Bishop of Yaroslav.
Moreover, ten years later, the Bolshevik revolution in Russia had fatal ef-
fects upon Orthodox life on the North American continent, leading to the
decomposition of the multi-ethnic jurisdiction of the Missionary Diocese. In
only four years (1917-1921), everything that had been accomplished from
the point of view of the organization of the ecclesial jurisdictions during
severa decades disintegrated. From the ruins of the multi-ethnic Diocese
appeared no lessthan 10 independent jurisdictions: three Russian, two Arab,
as well as Serbian, Albanian, Romanian, Ukrainian, Carpatho-Russian, and
the Greek jurisdictions.

Different ecclesiastical jurisdictions appeared for the first time in the same
geographical area®®in 1921, marking, thus, thebeginning of anew, complicated
and confusing era of the “ethnic Churches” of Orthodox Christians in North
America. John Meyendorff saw in thisavictory of nationalism (phyletism),
condemned as a heresy by the Synod of Constantinople in 1872. Phyletism
postulated the organization of the Church on solely ethnic criteria, without
taking into consideration territoria borders®®. This principle triumphed in
the majority of the groups of immigrants without coming up against a firm
position from the bishops, but even being encouraged and supported by the
Mother Churches.

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spiritul democratiei americane, a sugerat ca Biserica Imigrantd sa adopte o
forma de administrare conciliard. Conciliaritatea sau sinodalitatea presupune
participareaactiva a tuturormembrilor (clerici si laicii) la toate aspectele vietii
Bisericii. De asemenea, Tikhon si-a exprimat public convingerea ca Biserica
emigrantilor se va putea dezvolta intr-un trup american unitar.

Planurile episcopului Tikhon au rdmas in faza de proiect deoarece in anul
1907 el a fost rechemat Tn Rusia si numit episcop de laroslav. Mai mult, zece
ani mai tarziu, revolutia bolsevicd din Rusia va avea efecte fatale asupra vietii
ortodoxe de pe continentul nord american, ducand la destrdmarea jurisdictiei
multi-etniceaEpiscopiei Misionare. Tnnumai patru ani (1917-1921), tot ceea
ce se realizase din puct de vedere al organizdrii jurisdictiilor ecleziale pe
parcursul a citorva zeci de ani s-a destrdmat. Din ruinele Episcopiei multi-et-
nice au apdrut nu mai putin de 10 jurisdictii independente: trei ruse, doud
arabe, precum si altele sarbe, albaneze, romane, ucrainiene, carpatho-ruse,
lor addugandu-li-se jurisdictiile grecesti.

in anul 1921 au apirut pentru prima dati jurisdictii ecleziale diferite in
aceeasi arie geograficid®, marcindu-se astfel inceputul unei noi, complicate
si confuze ere a ,,Bisericilor etnice” ale crestinilor ortodocsi din America
de Nord. John Meyendorff vede in acest fapt o victorie a nationalismului
(filetismului) condamnat ca erezie de Sinodul Constantinopolitan din anul
1872. Filetismul postula organizarea Bisericii numai pe criterii etnice, fara
a se tine seama de granitele teritoriale®. Acest principiu atriumfat la major-
itatea grupurilor de emigranti fara sa intampine o opozitie ferma din partea
episcopilor, ci fiind chiar incurajat i sprijinit de Bisericile Mama.

Doua principii canonice® s-au batut cap in cap atunci cand s-a pus prob-
lema organizarii vietii ecleziale a emigrantilor. Este vorba despre principiul
etnic si despre principiul jurisdictional.

Principiul etnic prevede céa episcopii fiecarui neam sa se adune intr-o
singurd Biserica sub conducerea unui intaistatator, conform canonului 34
apostolic®. Acest principiu este respectat de Biserica Ortodoxa Romana, de
toate Bisericile slave si de Bisericile Ortodoxe Orientale. De aceea ,,dias-
porele” lor din intreaga lume tin de Biserica Mama®’. Trebuie insa s3 avem
in vedere faptul cd, din punct de vedere teologic, etnicitatea nu reprezinta un
criteriu fundamental al Bisericii, chiar daca in practicd acest lucru este neglijat.

Principiul jurisdictional sau teritorial, pe de alta parte, conform canonului

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Two canonica principles® clashed when the problem of the organization
of the ecclesid life of the immigrants was raised. We are referring to the
ethnic and jurisdictional principles.

The ethnic principle provides that the bishops of each nation gather in
a single Church, under the presidency of a primate (or head), according to
Apostolic Canon 34%. Thisprincipleis observed by the Romanian Orthodox
Church, and by all Slavic and Oriental Orthodox Churches. That is why their
Orthodox Diaspora all over the world belongs to the Mother Church®. We
must also take into consideration the fact that, theologically, ethnicity does
not represent a Church’sfundamental criterion, even though thistheological
view is neglected in practice.

Thejurisdictional or territorial principle, on the other hand, according to
canon 8 of the First Ecumenical Council and to canon 12 of the Fourth Ec-
umenical Council®, stipulatesthat it is unnatural for two or more Orthodox
jurisdictions to exist in the same territory. The existence of multiple juris-
dictions on the North American territory came about through the observance
of the ethnic principle®. Actualy, the canons mentioned above condemn
the extension and overlapping of jurisdictions of the bishops, the natural
ecclesiological and canonical logic being: one Church —one Eucharist —one
Bishop — one territory.

Commenting on these facts, Radu Preda notes that “...the basic model
referred to is the Episcopal jurisdiction of territoriality according to which
there cannot be two bishops in the same city. We have here the canonical
interpretation of the Pauline principle of not preaching the Gospel in places
where it had already been done, and thus build on someone else s foundations
(Romans 15:19-20). As is already known, the destruction of the unity of the
Church of Christ through the appearance and perpetuation of schisms did
not only cause the institutionalization of multiple canonical jurisdictions in
the same place, but the very principle of territoriality was replaced by the
personal-ritual principle, causing the real existence of the local Church to
be deformed through the introduction of pastoral restriction, with the Church
following its faithful to the place where they settle down, even if the new
territory is part of an already existing jurisdiction”.

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8 al sinodului I ecumenic si canonului 12 al sinodului IV ecumenic®, prevede
ca este nefiresc ca in acelasi teritoriu sa fie doud sau mai multe jurisdictii
ortodoxe. Insi tocmai la aceasta s-a ajuns pe teritoriul nord-american prin
supralicitarea principiului etnic®. Practic canoanele mentionate condamna
extinderea sau suprapunerea jurisdictiilor episcopilor, logica ecleziologica si
canonica fireasca fiind: o Biserica — o euharistie — un episcop — un teritoriu.

Radu Preda, comentand astfel de realitati, remarca faptul ca modelul de
baza la care se face trimitere este cel al teritorialitatii jurisdictiei episcopale
potrivit caruia nu pot exista doi episcopi intr-unul §i acelasi oras. Avem
aici traducerea canonicd a principiului paulin de a nu propovadui acolo
unde Evanghelia a fost deja vestita si de a zidi astfel pe temeliile altuia
(cf. Romani 15, 19-20). Cum se stie insa distrugerea unitatii Bisericii lui
Hristos prin aparitia si permanentizarea schismelor a provocat nu numai
institutionalizarea mai multor jurisdictii canonice in acelasi loc, dar insusi
principiul teritorialitatii a fost inlocuit de cel personal-ritual, sensul Bisericii
locale fiind deformat prin introducerea clauzei pastorale, Biserica de origine
urmand propriii credinciosi acolo unde acestia se stabilesc, indiferent daca
noul teritoriu este parte a unei jurisdictii existente deja’.

Aparitia jurisdictiilor etnice a deschis era contradictiilor eclesiologice in
viata Bisericilor Ortodoxe care impart acelasi teritoriu si divid pe credinciosi
dupa criterii de nationalitate, cultura si limba. Energiile ,,jurisdictiilor” au
fost canalizate pentru pastrarea variatelor mosteniri national-culturale —rusa,
greaca, siriano-libaneza, sarba, romanad, albaneza, bulgara, ucrainiana s.a. .
Treptat, Ortodoxia din America a inceput sa fie privita, atat de catre Bisericile
Mama, cat si peste Ocean, ca ,,diaspora”, sau, ca s fim mai exacti, ca ,,di-
aspore” nationale si ecleziale, unite de crezul comun ortodox, insa divizate
din punct de vedere etnic, cultural, canonic si administrativ’. Fara a intra
aici 1n detalii, mentionam faptul ca, intr-un studiu recent, Maria Hamerli a
demonstrat ca acest concept ,,diaspora ortodoxa” si realitatea sociologica pe
care el o circumscrie sunt incompatibile cu teologia ortodoxa din punct de
vedere eclesiologic si eshatologic’™.

The emergence of ethnic jurisdictions set the stage for many decades of
ecclesiological contradictionsin the life of the Orthodox Churches sharing
the sameterritory, thereby dividing the Orthodox according to the principles
of nationality, culture, and language. The energiesof the“jurisdictions’ were
now directed to the preservation of the various national-cultural heritages -
Russian, Greek, Syrian-Lebanese, Serbian, Romanian, Albanian, Bulgarian,
Ukrainian, etc. Gradually, both in America and in the Mother Churches,
Orthodoxy in North America began to be viewed as a“ Diaspora’; or, to be
precise, as specific national and ecclesial “Diasporas”, united in one common
Orthodox creed, but divided ethnically, culturally, canonically, and admin-
istratively™. Without entering into details, we mention that Maria Hamerli
demonstrated, in a recent study, that the concept of “Orthodox Diaspora” and
the sociological reality which it circumscribes are from an ecclesiological
and eschatological point of view incompatible with Orthodox theology™.

The existence of parallel, ethnically-oriented jurisdictions results, at |east
in practice, in the following problems: the violation of the principle of terri-
toriality; disregard of the traditional boundaries of dioceses; exacerbation of
ethno-phyletism; the diminution of Church universality; and the generation
of strong conflicts with respect to canonical status.

Through the establishment of parallel, ethnic jurisdictions, Orthodoxy in
Americaenteredinto aperiod of “cultural hibernation” %, with the only major
concernfor each Orthodox jurisdiction being to become, from aninstitutional
point of view, self-sufficient and autonomous. Consequently, each jurisdiction
has spent great effort in acquiring its own hierarch, diocesan headquarters,
fraternal organizations, youth camps, and especially, its own seminary and
monastery. Indeed, the fully self-sufficient jurisdiction became the measure,
means, method, plan and symbol of “success” among the ethnic Orthodox
in America™.

Thisfact, however, did not deter the production of sociological mutations
which transformed the “second generation” (and following generations)
of immigrants into “hyphenated-Americans”, that is Greek-Americans,
Russian-Americans, Romanian-Americans, etc. The latter, like their ethnic
Churches, identified themselves economically and patriotically with Amer-
ica, and spiritually and culturally with their ancestral heritage. This process
created new challenges for the Church. As a proof of this fact, we have the

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Existenta jurisdictiilor paralele orientate etnic da nastere, in practica, cel
putin la urmétoarele probleme: violarea principiului teritorialitatii, neso-
cotirea granitelor traditionale ale eparhiilor, exacerbarea etnofiletismului,
diminuarea universalitatii Bisericii si genereaza conflicte puternice cu privire
lastatutul canonic.

Ortodoxiadin America aintrat, prin infiinfarea jurisdictiilor etnice paralele,
intr-o perioada de ,,hibernare culturala”™, singura preocupare majora pentru
fiecare jurisdictie ortodoxa fiind s@ devina, din punct de vedere institutional,
suficienta siesi, autonoma. Asa se face ca fiecare a facut mari eforturi pentru
a-si dobandi propriul ierarh, centru eparhial, propriile organizatii fraternale,
tabere de tineret si, mai ales, propriul seminar teologic si propria manastire.
Intr-adevar, deplina suficientd jurisdictionald a devenit masura, intelesul,
metoda, planul i simbolul ,,succesului” pentru Ortodoxia etnicd din America™.

Acest lucru insd nu a impiedicat producerea de transformari sociologice
care au facut din emigrantii generatiei a doua (i a urmatoarelor) ,,americani
cu cratima”, adica greci-americani, rugi-americani, romani-americani etc..
Acestia, la fel ca Bisericile lor etnice, s-au identificat economic si patriotic
cu America, iar din punct de vedere spiritual si cultural au pastrat vechea
mostenire.

Dizidenta si autocefalie

in ceea ce priveste Biserica misionara originara, aceasta si-a continuat
misiunea asumata la Inceputul manifestarii sale pe continentul american. De
atunci aceasta Biserica s-a dezvoltat organic. Dintr-o Misiune, am vazut, a
devenit Episcopie, apoi un grup de Episcopii sau o Biserica locala”. Eanu
s-a oprit aici §i, In ciuda aparitiei in anul 1921 a jurisdictiilor etnice para-
lele, si-a continuat lupta pentru identitatea si pentru unitatea Ortodoxiei in
America de Nord.

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introduction of the English language into the liturgical services™. A pioneer
inthisdirectionwastheAntiochian Archdiocese, which gained thereputation
as the most “progressive” Orthodox jurisdiction; and, it also became the
jurisdiction chosen by many American converts to Orthodoxy™. Today, in
many parishes, the religious services are celebrated exclusively in English,
and an even greater number offer bilingual services (English and Greek,
English and Romanian, etc.), while an ever-decreasing number of parishes
serve only in Greek, Slavonic, Romanian, or any other national language.

Dissidence and Autocephaly

As regards the original missionary Church, it continued the mission as-
sumed at the beginning of its manifestation on the American continent. From
that time, this Church developed organically. From a Mission, as we have
seen, it became a Diocese, then a group of Dioceses or alocal Church”. It
did not stop there; and, despite the emergence, in 1921, of parallel ethnic
jurisdictions, it continued its fight for the identity and unity of Orthodoxy
in North America.

The normal jurisdictional relations between the Church in America and
the Moscow Patriarchate were interrupted, de facto, by the tragic events of
the Bolshevik Revolution in 1917. It was not a schism, dispute or conflict.
The bishop appointed by Moscow went back to Russia and never returned
to his Episcopal See. Deprived of the material support of the Mother Church
and poisoned by the revolutionary (communist) propaganda, the Church in
America found itself in a situation of great spiritual danger. In such a cir-
cumstance™, that Fr. Alexander Schmemann considers “tragic”, the Synod,
reunitedin Detroitinthe period March-April 1924, proclaimed thetemporary
autonomy of the Missionary Church; which, from that moment on, called
itself the Russian Orthodox M etropoliain America. Themotivation of thisact
was a profoundly and exclusively missionary one: the wish to insure, in the
new circumstances, the continuity in the life, faith and order of the ecclesial
body. The Moscow Patriarchate, finding itself under the communist yoke,
reacted harshly to this act and condemned the Metropolia as schismatic; and,
in 1933, it established its own jurisdiction on the North American territory
in the form of an Exarchate™.

ordine a corpului eclezial. Patriarhia Moscovei, aflatd sub robia comunista,
a reactionat dur la acest act si a condamnat Mitropolia ca schismatica, iar in
anul 1933 si-a stabilit propria sa jurisdictie pe teritoriul nord american sub
formaunui Exarhat™.

Experienta trdita de Mitropolia Rusa a fost retraita si de celelalte jurisdictii
etnice (romana, bulgara, sarba, albaneza, ucrainiand) dupa cel de al doilea
razboi mondial, cand au fost intrerupte legaturile lor canonice cu Bisericile
Mama aflate sub asediul regimurilor comuniste instaurate cu agresivitate
in tarile est europene. La fel ca Patriarhia Moscovei, Bisericile Mama au
reactionat dur, catalogind ,,schismd” actiunile dizidente ale jurisdictiilor
etnice din America si infiintand alte jurisdictii paralele cu vechile Episcopii,
supuse lor. Aceasta situatie a complicat $i mai mult si agsa destul de complicata
problema a jurisdictiilor ortodoxe din America ea fiind rezultatul direct al
prevalentei etnicitatii n viata ecleziala. Ortodocsii din America s-au simtit
datori sa-si uneasca fortele intr-o atitudine dizidenta fata de autoritatile co-
muniste care le oprimau fratii rimasi in patria mama si care, in opinia celor
de peste Ocean, incercau prin intermediul Bisericii s@ controleze vietile lor.

daca este nevoie sa luptam pentru respectarea lui si in tarile unde este incd
necunoscut si cu atdt mai mult in tarile in care acest drept se calcd in picioare

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The experience of the Russian Metropoliawas relived by the other ethnic
jurisdictions also (Romanian, Bulgarian, Serbian, Albanian, Ukrainian) after
World War II, when their canonical relations with the Mother Churches,
which were under siege by the communist regimes aggressively installed
in Eastern Europe, were cut off. Like the Moscow Patriarchate, the Mother
Churches reacted harshly, regarding as “schism” the dissident actions of the
ethnic jurisdictions in America and establishing other jurisdictions, parallel
to the old Dioceses, but which were under obedience to them. This situation
complicated even morethe already rather complicated problem of the Ortho-
dox jurisdictionsin America, being theimmediate result of the prevalence of
ethnicity in ecclesia life. The Orthodox in Americafelt that it was necessary
tojoinforcesagainst the communist authoritieswho oppressed their brothers
who remained in the motherland; and who in their opinion, attempted to con-
trol their livesthrough the Church. Politically, the dissidence was|l egitimate.
The motivation of the ecclesial American body wasclear: “ We cannot ... and
we do not want to maintain relations with Church authorities who are being
subjected to political pressure and can no longer respect the right of a man
to be free, a right given by God, which for us, as citizens of the New World
and of our adoptive countries, is guaranteed by the Constitution, and, that
we have the duty to keep it, to defend it and if necessary, to fight for it to
be respected in the countries where it is still unknown, especially in those
countries where this right is trampled upon without any scruples .

From an ecclesiological and canonical point of view, the dissidence was
easily associated with schism, a fact that provided arguments for Mother
Churches in their “restabilization” actions for canonical order®.

In these conditions, a virtual bishop, without parishes, is recognized as
being “canonical,” since he has been “recognized” by his patriarch. At the
same time, a bishop of the same Church who was ministering to a flourishing
diocese was considered “non-canonical,” since he had not benefited from
the same recognition®. One cannot but notice the fact that in this period, the
notion of canonicity acquired a relative value, and that there were some rather
questionable ordinations of bishops and priests from a canonical point of view.

In time, the idea of the reestablishment of relations between the Russian
Orthodox Church and the American Metropoliawere launched. The discus-

in aceste conditii, un episcop virtual, fard parohii, era recunoscut ca fiind
,,canonic” pentru ca era ,,recunoscut” de patriarhul sau. in acelasi timp, un
episcop al aceleiasi Biserici care pastorea o eparhie infloritoare era considerat
»hecanonic” pentru ¢ nu beneficia de aceastd recunoagtere®. Nu putem si nu
remarcam faptul cé in aceasta perioada notiunea de canonicitate a capatat o
valoare relativa si ca au fost si unele hirotonii de episcopi si preoti discutabile
din punct de vedere canonic.

Church) to the American Metropolita, known, from that moment on, by the
name “Orthodox Churchin America’ (OCA).

The Synodal Tomos* through which the Russian Orthodox jurisdictionin
Americabecameautocephal ous, guaranteed tothenew Churchindependence
and autonomy, the right to choose its own Primate (or head) and bishops -
without the need of their confirmation by some other Church and without the
possibility of veto from the part of some other jurisdiction; in other words,
the authority, privileges and rights that the term “autocephaly” implies in the
tradition of the Orthodox Church® and in which all sister Churches enjoy.

The decision of the Russian Patriarchate to grant autocephaly to the Or-
thodox Church in Americastirred avehement reaction from the Ecumenical
Patriarchate, which exerted pressure so that thisunilateral act of the Russian
Orthodox Church would not be recognized by the sister Churches. Thejusti-
fication of the Russian Church for having granted autocephaly to the Church
in America, hoping that this act would be for the benefit of Orthodoxy in
America and to the glory of God, came up against the claims of the Ecu-
menical Patriarchate to be recognized as the only authority entitled to grant
the status of autocephal ous Church. These claims were, and continue to be,
founded on a subjective interpretation of canon 28 of the Fourth Ecumenical
Council®, which, according to the representatives of the Ecumenical Patri-
archate, would confer to the Constantinople See jurisdiction over the entire
Orthodox Diaspora. With the exception of the Greek Churches, the other
Orthodox Churches rejected as non-canonical the claims of the Ecumenical
Patriarchate®.

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Decizia Patriarhiei Ruse de a acorda autocefalia Bisericii Ortodoxe din
America a starnit o reactie vehementa din partea Patriarhiei Ecumenice care
a facut presiuni pentru ca acest act unilateral al Biserici Ortodoxe Ruse sa nu
fie recunoscut de Bisericile surori. Justificarea Bisericii Ruse, ca a acordat
autocefalia Bisericii din America in speranta cd acest act va fi spre binele
Ortodoxiei In America si spre slava lui Dumnezeu, s-a lovit de pretentiile
Patriarhiei Ecumenice de a fi recunoscuta ca fiind singura autoritate indreptatita
sd acorde statutul de Biserica autocefala.

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The refusal to confirm the autocephaly was justified by the representatives
of the Ecumenical Peatriarchate by the fact that the Orthodox Diaspora in
America had not yet reached the maturity necessary for the conferring of
such a status; and, that it is too early to speak of an American Orthodoxy,
“...which has not yet been born and cannot be forced to be born before its
time” %, Despite this position, the new autocephalous Church was recognized
by the Orthodox Churches of Georgia, Bulgaria, Poland and Czechoslovakia,
and its hierarchs maintained communion with the other Orthodox hierarchs
in America

Among the first acts of the new American autocephalous jurisdiction was
the delivery of an invitation addressed to all the Orthodox jurisdictions in
Americato join it, becoming part of a united Orthodoxy on the American
continent. Following is what was said, among other things, in the Message
to all Orthodox Christians in America. “How can the world accept and
believe our claim to be the One, Holy, Catholic and Apostolic Church, of
having kept in its fullness the Orthodox faith, if we ourselves are divided? We
have the same faith, the same Tradition, the same hope, the same mission.
We should then constitute one visible, organic, whole Church ... There can
be no excuse for our jurisdictional divisions, alienation from one another,
and parochialism. The removal of such divisions and the organic unity of
all Orthodox in America is the goal of our Church. We invite you to become
part of the unity.”

Thedocument al so proposed areasonabl e accounting of ethnic particular-
ities of each community: “ But we also know and fully acknowledge that we
have come from different backgrounds and have been nourished by various
traditions within the same and unique Orthodox Tradition. We firmly believe
that this variety constitutes the richness of American Orthodoxy, and, that
what is true, noble, inspiring, and Christian in our various customs and
practices ought to be fully preserved, and if possible, shared. Therefore,
although we insist that the One Orthodox Church here must be the home of
all, we equally stress that there must be no loss of our respective national
and cultural heritages and certainly no domination of any group by any other
group, but a full equality, total trust, and truly Christian brotherhood.”®

This has remained the official position of the Orthodox Church in America
until today. It was joined by another three Orthodox ethnic jurisdictions.
The Romanian Orthodox Episcopate, which had cut its canonical relations

1951 si i s-a aldturat Mitropoliei in anul 1960%, iar in urma acordului din 17
decembrie 1970 a devenit parte a Bisericii Ortodoxe din America. Ea a fost
urmata de Biserica Albaneza din America (in 1971) si Episcopia Bulgara
(in 1976). De asemenea, la noua jurisdictie au aderat si cateva comunitati
parohiale independente care apartinusera inainte altor jurisdictii. Jurisdictia
Bisericii Ortodoxe din America s-a extins si asupra catorva parohii razlete din
Australia, iar in anul 1972, ca urmare a convertirii la Ortodoxie a aproxima-
tiv 10.000 de persoane, membre ale Bisericii Catolice Nationale Mexicane,
Biserica Ortodoxa din America a pus bazele unui Exarhat mexican.

Timp de doudzeci de ani nu au existat contacte la nivel oficial intre Bi-
serica Ortodoxa din America si Patriarhia Ecumenica. Abia in februarie 1990
o delegatie a Bisericii din America a fost invitata sa vina la sediul Patriarhiei
Ecumenice, in cartierul Fanar din Istanbul. Aceasta vizita a marcat inceputul
unui efort serios pentru cunoasterea si intelegerea situatiei ecleziale actuale
din America de Nord. S-a convenit ca cei doudzeci de ani de tacere si lipsa de
colaborare au fost pierduti®. In ciuda faptului ci aceasta intalnire nu a pus capat
disputei canonice dintre cele doud parti, ea a fost foarte importanta pentru
ca a deschis seria unor contacte semnificative, ambele parti angajandu-se pe
calea dialogului pentru gésirea unei solutii pozitive care sa asigure unitatea
si ordinea canonica a comunitatilor ortodoxe din America.

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with the Romanian Patriarchate in 1952, joined the Metropolita in 1960%,
and, following the agreement on December 17, 1970, it became part of the
Orthodox Church in America. It was followed by the Albanian Church in
America (1971), and the Bulgarian Diocese (1976). Also, several individual
parishes which had previously belonged to other jurisdictions joined the
new jurisdiction. The jurisdiction of the Orthodox Church in America also
extended over some scattered parishes in Australia; and, in 1972, as a result
of the conversion to Orthodoxy of approximately 10,000 people, members
of the Mexican National Catholic Church, the Orthodox Church in America
established a Mexican Exarchate.

For twenty years, there had been no official relations between the Ortho-
dox Church in America and the Ecumenical Patriarchate. Only in February
1990, was a delegation of the Orthodox Church in America invited to the
Ecumenical Peatriarchate at the Fanar in Istanbul. This visit marked the
beginning of a serious effort to know and understand the actual ecclesia
situation in North America. It was agreed that these twenty years of silence
and lack of collaboration had been lost™. Although this meeting did not put
an end to the canonical dispute between thetwo sides, it was very important,
because it opened a series of significant contacts, with both sides engaging
in dialogue to find positive solutions to ensure unity and canonical order for
the American Orthodox communities.

In July 1990, the Ecumenical Patriarch Dimitrios paid a pastoral visit to
the USA, and he declared with thisoccasion that heregards* ...all the Ortho-
dox asa singlewhole, united in one faith, one worship, one Holy Eucharist,
regardless of ethnic origin or other particularities’ *2. On July 4, 1990, the
Ecumenical Patriarch Dimitriosvisited St. NicholasCathedral inWashington;
and with this occasion, he reaffirmed his concern for the unity of the whole
Orthodox Church, especially for the Church in America, recognizing that
what was happening from the jurisdictional point of view — the existence of
more than one bishop in one city — was scandalous, a situation in flagrant
contradiction with the canonical provisions of Orthodox ecclesiology.

Onthe other hand, he considered that the gesture of the Russian Orthodox
Churchto grant autocephaly inaunilateral manner to the Russian Metropolia
had contributed moreto emphasi ze the existing divisionsin American Ortho-

Adunarea Episcopalia de la vis la realitate

La cateva luni dupa vizita Patriarhului Ecumenic in SUA, in noiembrie
1990, comisia pregatitoare a Sfantului si Marelui Sinod al Ortodoxiei a luat
in discutie aceasta problema diasporei ortodoxe, intr-un moment in care
scandalul fragmentarii Ortodoxiei in Diaspora apasa in chip decisiv asupra
reprezentantilor Sfintelor Biserici Ortodoxe®.

Cu acest prilej, actualul Patriarh Ecumenic Bartolomeu I, pe atunci mitro-
polit de Chalcedon, sublinia in discursul sdu inaugural importanta pe care o
are solutionarea imediata si corectd a problemei diasporei ortodoxe, pentru
marturia actuald a Ortodoxiei: Vremurile cer o marturie §i o prezentd vie a
Ortodoxiei ca Biserica, iar Ortodoxia exprimand credinta in Biserica una,

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doxy rather than to uniteit. Given all these considerations, he expressed his
desirethat this serious problem confronting Orthodoxy in Americawould be
resolved in the most correct way from a canonical perspective™.

For Alexander Schmemann,* a very significant fact is that, with few ex-
ceptions, the schisms and the conflicts which poison ecclesial life in America
and impede any progress, are not rooted in the North American situation, but
in the formal dependence on some centersthat are to be found thousands of
kilometers from America and radically alienated from the real needs of the
Church in America®.

The Episcopal Assembly - from dream to reality

A few months after the Ecumenical Patriarch’s visit to the USA, in No-
vember 1990, the Preparatory Commission of the Great and Holy Council
of the Orthodox Church, discussed the problem of the Orthodox Diaspora,
at atime when “...the scandal of Orthodox fragmentation in the Diaspora
was pressing in a critical way upon the representatives of the Holy Orthodox
Churches’ %.

On this occasion, the current Ecumenical Patriarch, Bartholomew I,
then Metropolitan of Chalcedon, underlined in his inaugural address the
importance that the rapid and correct resolution of the Orthodox Diaspora
has for the actual witness of Orthodoxy: “...the times ask for a witness and
living presence of Orthodoxy as a Church; and Orthodoxy, by expressing its
belief in one, haly, catholic and apostolic Church, must be an example and
a model of an ecclesiastic body, according to its own ecclesiology, with its
canons and secular tradition. The Orthodox Church cannot present itself as
thinking and teaching one thing while doing something completely different
in practice. The Orthodox Church is judged not by the outside world only,
which is expecting a lot fromit and from its own sons also, especially from
the youth, who are requiring consistency in theory and practice, between
theology and church life.

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At the very least, it is necessary to emphasize the importance of this prob-
lem. In the ultimate analysis, it is about the very credibility and seriousness
of the Orthodox Church. Everyone, and especially the Christians of other
churches and denominations, who areless familiar with Orthodox theol ogy,
will ask how so many “canonical” jurisdictions in different regions exist and
coexist, with many bishops, although according to Orthodox ecclesiological
principles,itisforbidden. Thisiswhy, according totheprincipleof economia,
thissituation wastolerated all of thistime. But | am sure you will agreewith
me: this situation cannot last forever, especially in the light of the Holy and
Great Council that we are preparing to convoke. We must look for a solution
to this problem, in accordance with the ecclesiology of the Church, and not
by responding to factions or partisan opportunities’ ?’.

After the discussions held in Chambésy-Geneva, from November 7-13,
1993, the preparatory Commission proposed atransitiona situation to pave
theway for astrictly canonical solution to the problem of the Orthodox Dias-
pora. The Commission al so proposed that for the transition period, Episcopal
Assemblies should be created, composed of all canonical bishops of aregion
(for example, the United States). These meetings would be chaired by the
first hierarch from the jurisdiction of the Church of Constantinople, and in
the case of hisabsence, the order of diptychswould beapplied. Thework and
the responsibility of these Episcopa Assemblies concernsthe manifestation
of Orthodox unity and the devel opment of common activitiesfor all the Or-
thodox people of the region, toward the cultivation of theological education
and parochial schools,* etc.

Since 1960 in the United States, such an Episcopal Conference, which had
been proposed by the Chambésy document, already existed and was called
the Standing Conference of Canonical Orthodox Bishops in the Americas
(SCOBA).

The Standing Conference of Canonical Orthodox Bishops was founded on
June 7, 1960, as aresult of the efforts to bring together all the Orthodox in
Americafor establishing relations of consultation and collaboration. Twelve
bishops™ were present at the constitutive meeting, representing all important
Orthodox jurisdi ctionsknown asbeing canonical inAmericaat thetime. They
decided to create an organization whose aim was to provide the necessary
framework for discussing and finding solutions for common problems, to

doxe importante si recunoscute ca fiind canonice la acea vreme n America.

De la infiintarea ei, Conferinta Episcopald a rdmas principalul for pentru
colaborarea inter-ortodoxa in America de Nord. Cu toate acestea, Conferinta
nsdsi nu a fost o institutie puternicd si nu a avut nicio autoritate canonica,
rolul ei fiind mai mult consultativi®, Orice decizie a Conferintei Permanente
trebuia sd fie aprobatd de fiecare jurisdictie in parte si Tn multe cazuri de cétre
Bisericile Mama, fiind astfel incapabila sa obtind rezultate spectaculoase.

Conferinta Permanenta a Episcopilor Ortodocsi Canonici din America a
avut o Intélnire, consideratd de multi ca fiind istoricd, Intre 30 noiembrie si
2 decembrie 1994, la Ligonier in Pennsylvania, gazda fiind Arhiepiscopia
Ortodoxa Antiohiand. Cei 28 de episcopi adunati sub presedentia arhiepis-

Cum este posibil sd se discute despre viitorul Bisericii in America in absenta

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alow for thecoordination of variousOrthodox jurisdictions, andto strengthen
the bonds of Orthodox unity, that isin fact, the very essence of Orthodoxy®.

Since its founding, the Episcopal Conference remained the main forum for
inter-Orthodox cooperationin NorthAmerica. However, the Conferenceitsel f
was not a strong institution, and it had no canonical authority; its role was
merely consultative'®. Any decision made by the Standing Conference had
to be approved by each jurisdiction, and in many cases by Mother Churches.
As a result, the SCOBA was unable to achieve significant results.

The SCOBA held a meeting, considered by many to be historic, from
November 30 —December 2, 1994, in Ligonier, Pennsylvania, hosted by the
Antiochian Orthodox Archdiocese. Twenty-eight bishops gathered under the
presidency of Archbishop lakovos of the Greek Archdiocese and issued two
extremely important declarationsfor thefutureof Orthodoxy inAmerica: the
Statement on Mission and Evangelism and the Statement on The Church
in North America'®.

In the context of our discussion, the second declaration, that about the
Orthodox Churchin NorthAmerica, isvery precious. Thesignatoriesexpress
their gratitude to the venerable fathers and brothers, hierarchs of the Mother
Churches from across the ocean, for their love and concern shown to the
canonical situation of the Orthodox Churches in America, afact evidenced
by the inclusion of the subject “Diaspora’ on the agenda of the future Holy
and Great Council and by the texts adopted by the Preparatory Committee.

Following this captatio benevol entiae [winning of good will] of the decla-
ration, aseries of criticismswereleveled at the same “fathers and brothers’.
The first charge was their lack of consultation with those involved in this
problem. “How isit possiblefor thereto be discussion about the future of the
Church in North America in our absence?” , thesignatories of thedeclaration
asked themselves. Their conclusion on this problem was that they must be
present at these discussions in order to share the experience of two hundred
years which they have acquired in preaching the Gospel and in living the
Orthodox faith outside the territoriesthat had been historically Orthodox. In
this respect, the signatories asked the Ecumenical Patriarch to find a solution
for the representatives of the Conference of Bishops to be present in future
discussions on the subject.

Moreover, thebishopsexpressed their disagreement regardingtheuseof the
term “Diaspora” to define North American ecclesial realities. They justified
their argument by stating: “We have agreed that we cannot accept the term

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noastrd? se intreabd semnatarii declaratiei. Ei trebuie si fie prezenti la aceste
discutii pentru aimpartdsi experienta de doud sute de ani pe care au dobandit-o
n predicare Evangheliei si trdirea credintei ortodoxe 1n afara teritoriilor care
au fost istoric ortodoxe, a fost concluzia lor la aceasti chestiune. In acest
sens semnatarii au cerul Patriarhului Ecumenic sa giseasca o solutie pentru
ca reprezentantii Conferintei Episcopale s fie prezenti la viitoarele discutii
pe aceastd tema.

Mai departe, episcopii semnatari si-au exprimat dezacordul in ceea ce
priveste folosirea termenului de ,,diaspora” pentru a defini realitdtile ecleziale
nord americane.

International Orthodox Christian Charities (IOCC), The Orthodox Chris-
tian Education Commission (OCEC), The Orthodox Theological Society
in America (OTSA), The Orthodox Christian Missions Center (OCMC) si
alte eforturi inter-ortodoxe nord americane cum ar fi: intalnirile comune ale
scolilor teologice, adundrile monahilor, fratiile clericilor si ale consiliilor
parohiale, asociatiile pentru promovarea muzicii liturgice si a artei sacre.
Toate aceste organizatii si manifestdrile lor mérturisesc despre cat de puternic
este fundamentul pe care trebuie construitd unitatea Ortodoxiei Tn America.
Ele vorbesc despre capacitatea ortodocsilor de a depisi barierele etnice si
jurisdictionale pentru a se dedica unor scopuri comune.

Pornind de la aceste premise episcopii americani au ajuns la concluzia cd
toate eforturile lor trebuie coordonate intr-un cadru eclezial general. Acest
lucru va asigura libertatea si flexibilitatea ce vor permite ca jurisdictiile
ortodoxe sd devind organic o Bisericd unitd administrativ.

Hotérarile acestei adundri (inclusiv declaratia asupra cdreia am insistat)
au fost respinse in mod neasteptat, de Patriarhia Ecumenici'®, reprezentantii

In fact, the
termis ecclesiologically problematic. It diminishes the fullness of the faith
that we have lived and experienced here for the past two hundred years.”
They also considered it important to recognize the progress that had been
made, and the fact that the Church in North Americahad matured. The proof
was the existence of the Conference of Bishops and its “agencies” or “formal
structures,” 1% such as: International Orthodox Christian Charities (I0CC),
The Orthodox Christian Education Commission (OCEC), The Orthodox
Theological Society in America (OTSA), The Orthodox Christian Missions
Center (OCMC) and other inter-Orthodox effortsin North Americalike the
meetings between theological schools, the monastic gatherings, clergy and
laypeople fellowships, and the associations promoting liturgical music and
sacred art. All of these organi zations and their eventswitnessto the powerful
foundation upon which unity of Orthodoxy in America needs to be built.
The efforts speak to the capacity of the Orthodox to overcome ethnic and
jurisdictional boundariesfor the purpose of working toward common goals.

Beginning with this premise, the bishops in America concluded that all their
efforts should be coordinated in a general ecclesial framework. Thiswould
ensure the freedom and flexibility that would allow the Orthodox jurisdictions
to organically become an administratively-united Church.

Thedecisionsof thismeeting (including thedecl arationsnoted above) were
unexpectedly rejected by the Ecumenical Patriarchate!®, its representatives
putting serious pressure!® upon the signatory bishops to withdraw their
support, claiming that the Orthodox Diasporas on the American Continent
are not yet mature enough to be at the level of a local Church; and, as such,
it is necessary to maintain the current jurisdictional structures',

Very interesting are the comments'™” of the Orthodox hierarchsfrom
America[see excerpts below], who participated at the meeting in Ligonier and
who signed its declarations, on the 10" anniversary of this event in 2004. In
the comments, one recognizes, almost without exception, the importance of
the decisionsmade at the meeting, and the regret of thefact that the decisions

November 30 to December 2, 1994
Metropolitan Philip, the Primate of the Antiochian Orthodox
Christian Archdiocese of North America, declared that the meet-
ing “...was the brightest moment in the history of Orthodoxy in
North America. For the first time, 29 Orthodox bishops from
the USA and Canada gathered at Antiochian Village to pray
together, discuss Orthodox problems together and formulate a
common vision for the future. This brotherly and well-meaning
meeting caused an unexpected earthquake in some of the ancient
Orthodox Patriarchates. Let us hope that the spirit of Ligonier
will be born again, and our dream for a united Orthodoxy in
America will never fade away.”
Metropolitan Herman, at that time Primate of the Orthodox
Church in America, said: “I think of Ligonier as a moment in
the history of Orthodoxy in North America when a love for the
missionary mandateof the Gospel transcended ethnicand cultural
barriersand concerns.
Archbishop Kyrill of Pittsburgh and Western Pennsylvania
(OCA) stated that: “...the meeting of the North American Or-
thodox hierarchs at Ligonier in November 1994 was extremely
encouraging and positive in its decision-making. We reached
the conclusion that canonical unity is needed for the Orthodox
jurisdictionsin America. The meeting offered great hope for the
unity of Orthodoxy in America. My vision for the future remains
the same: One United Canonical Church in the Americas”®.
AtthePan-Orthodox level, theproblem of the Orthodox Diasporaremained
open. The Canonists' Congress, held in Geneva from April 9-14, 1995, had
completed the Statute Proj ect for thefunctioning of the Episcopal Assemblies
in the Diaspora'®. With the completion of this Project, the discussion ended
onthetopic of the Orthodox Diasporain view of its presentation at the Fourth
Pre-Conciliar Conference in preparation for the Great and Holy Orthodox
Council.

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of the Episcopal Assembly isto manifest Orthodox Church unity; to promote
collaboration between different jurisdictions in all pastora areas; and to
maintain, preserve and devel op the interests of the communities dependent
upon the canonical Orthodox bishopsin the region (art. 2).

The provisions of this project were adopted by the Fourth Pan-Orthodox
and Pre-Synodal Conference held in Chambésy from June 2-12, 2009. At
thisConference, theexistence of canonical anomaliesin Church organization
were again recognized, especialy in the Diaspora. In order to resolve the
problems generated by these anomalies, a temporary solution was decided
upon: the formation of Episcopa Assemblies whose mission would be the
preservation and promotion of the unity of Orthodox Churches outside the
traditional Orthodox territories.

As aresult of these decisions, the Assembly of Canonical Orthodox Bish-
ops of North and Central America was formed. Its first meeting took place
on May 26, 2010, in New York. On this occasion, the representatives of the
15 Orthodox canonical jurisdictions of Central and North America (United
States, Canada and Mexico)'° set the following objectives: 1. To promote
and to realize Church unity in Central and North America; 2. To fortify the
pastoral mission oriented to the Orthodox Christians in the region; 3. To have
a common witness in front of those of different denominations; and, 4. To
organize the Church in America according to the canonical and ecclesiological
tradition of the Orthodox Church™,

This Assembly of Bishops holds annual meetings, makes decisions by
consensus; and between sessions, a secretariat functions to coordinate the
activitiesof thedifferent committeesand Orthodox organizationsin America
that work under the auspices of the Assembly.

At thistime, the 15 canonical jurisdictions of Central and North America
are represented by 68 hierarchs: 23 are under the jurisdiction of the Ecu-
menical Patriarchate; 12 under the Antiochian Patriarchate; 11 under the
Moscow Patriarchate; 4 under the Serbian Patriarchate; 2 under the Roma-
nian Patriarchate; 2 under the Bulgarian Patriarchate; 1 under the Georgian
Patriarchate; 13 under the Orthodox Church in America (OCA).

Conclusions

In spite of their jurisdictional divisions, the Orthodox faithful in America
are united by the same Creed. Thisunity of faith overcomesall barriers, beit
jurisdictional, political, ethnic or of another nature; because, its power does
not emanate from the people or from the world, but by the grace of our Lord

Concluzii

In ciuda divizrii lor jurisdictionale credinciosii ortodocsi din America sunt
uniti de acelasi Crez. Aceastd unitate de credintd depdgseste toate barierele
jurisdictionale, politice, etnice sau de altd naturd, deoarece puterea ei nu vine
de la oameni sau de la lume, ci de la harul Domnului nostru lisus Hristos,
dragostea lui Dumnezeu Tatil si impirtisirea Duhului Sfant. In acest har si
comuniune a dragostei, fiecare jurisdictie ortodoxa are nevoie de toate cele-
lalte jurisdictii, fiecare cu darul si cu specificul sdu, pentru a realiza Tmpreund
unitatea de nedespartit a unicului trup al lui Hristos.

Asadar, doud procese contradictorii afecteazd pe scard largad situatia
Ortodoxiei Tn America de Nord lainceputul acestui mileniu. Pe de o parte,
de-a lungul istoriei lor, jurisdictiile ortodoxe din America au péstrat legdtura
ntre identitdtile etnice si religioase intr-un mod destul de accentuat. Pe de
altd parte, astdzi, incet dar inevitabil, procesul de indigenizare a crestinilor
ortodocsi din America si cresterea proportiei printre ei a membrilor generatiei
a IlI-a si a I'V-a de ortodocsi ndscuti in America, combinatd cu un numar in
crestere de convertiti, creaza o presiune constantd asupra acestor legdturi.

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Jesus Chrigt, the love of God the Father, and the communion of the Holy
Spirit. Inthisgraceand communion of love, each Orthodox jurisdiction needs
all the other jurisdictions, each with its own gift and individuality, in order
to accomplish together the inseparable unity of the single body of Christ.
Hence, two contradictory processes are affecting, on a large scale, the
situation of Orthodoxy in North Americaat the beginning of thismillennium.
On the one hand, throughout history, the Orthodox jurisdictionsin America
have kept the rel ation between their ethnic and religiousidentitiesin arather
accentuated manner. On the other hand, today, slowly but inevitably, the
process of indigenization of Orthodox Christiansin Americaand the growth,
among them in proportion to the members of the 3" and 4" generation of
Orthodox born in America, combined with an increasing number of people
converted to Orthodoxy, creates a constant pressure upon these relations.
Consequently, among theologians today, the term “Diaspora’ has begun to
appear asimproper and even harmful when used by those acrossthe ocean to
describe the nature of the Orthodox Church in North America. Our number
is so big — stated Fr. Leonidas Contos, a prominent theologian of the Greek
Archdiocese—our lives are so ordered, our organizations so articulated, our
identity so well defined, our purposes so coherent [...] that to regard us as a
“dispersion” tends, in a very subtle form, to trouble our self consciousness'"’.
Thefutureof Orthodoxy inAmericadependsontheability of the Orthodox
Churches present on the American continent to articul ate clear strategiesand
policies regarding four main problems: the dichotomy between the ethnic
and religious identities of their members; relations with the Mother Church
in the Old World; the comprehension and recovery of their missionary role
in North America; and their social responsibility towards the American
society as awhole™s,
In such conditions, the motto work and pray for Orthodox unity in North
America no longer remains a mere slogan but becomes a real missionary
program for any responsible Orthodox Christian.
